Beverly Watts Davis, SAMHSA
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In January 2007, Beverly Watts Davis was appointed as the Senior Advisor on Substance Abuse to the Administrator of the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration after serving over three years as the Director for the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP).  As CSAP Director, Ms. Davis worked in partnership with Federal agencies, State and local government, and public and private sector organizations to prevent illegal drug use and the abuse of legal drugs by building resilience among young people, facilitating recovery, and promoting protective factors and reducing risk factors in communities nationwide. In January of 2007, Mr. Kline was sworn in as District Attorney for the 10th Judicial District of Kansas, in Johnson County, where he and his staff of over 100 people prosecute more than 8,000 criminal cases every year.
