The delegation's agenda included visits with Ms. Hsiu-lien Lu, Vice
President of ROC; interviews with administrators at the Economic Affairs Ministry;
meetings with the Legislative Yuan (Parliament) and the two major political parties;
opportunities to engage in direct conversations with ordinary Taiwanese citizens;
and visits to museums, a national park, markets and restaurants.

"The lasting impression we all
have from this trip is of the
Taiwanese people's remarkable per-
severance and ability to remain posi-
tive about a democratic future," said
delegation leader Robin Read. "It
was wonderful to celebrate the suc-
cess of Ms. Hsiu-lien Lu who has
risen to power in spite of personal
and political travails."

The members of this delegation
are preparing a report for the 2006
NFWL Annual Conference regarding
the progress of relations between the
United States and Taiwan as the two
countries strengthen ties culturally,
economically and politically.

ResolutionsAdoptedat WHCo0A

The White House Conferences on Aging have convened every 10 years and have served as catalysts for aging pol-
icy for more than 40 years. The Conferences have prompted the establishment of key initiatives for older persons
and influenced societal changes in the private and public sectors on retirement, health care, transportation, housing,
and economic security.
During the 2005 WHCOA, over 50 resolutions were discussed, revised and adopted. NFWL Delegates
played a key role in the adoption of the following top ten resolutions.
1. Reauthorize the Older Americans Act within the first six months following the WHCOA
. Develop a coordinated, comprehensive, long-term care strategy by supporting public and private sector ini-
tiatives that address financing, choice, quality, service delivery, and the paid and unpaid workforce
. Ensure that older Americans have transportation options to retain their mobility and independence
. Strengthen and improve the Medicaid Program for Seniors
. Strengthen and improve the Medicare Program
. Support Geriatric Education and training for all healthcare professionals, paraprofessionals, health
profession students, and direct care workers
7. Promote innovative models of non-institutional long-term care
8. Improve recognition, assessment, and treatment of mental illness and depression among older Americans
9. Attain adequate numbers of healthcare personnel in all professions who are skilled, culturally competent,
and specialized in geriatrics
10. Improve state and local based integrated delivery systems to meet 21st century needs of seniors

DidYouKnow?

In 2005, 81 women serve in the U.S. Congress. Fourteen women serve in the Senate, and 66 women serve in
the House. The number of women in statewide elective executive posts is 81, while the proportion of women in
state legislatures is at 22.6 percent.

Congress: women hold 81, or 15.1%, of the 535 seats in the 109th US Congress — 14, or 14.0%, of the 100
seats in the Senate and 67, or 15.4%, of the 435 seats in the House of Representatives. In addition, three women
serve as Delegates to the House from Guam, the Virgin Islands and Washington, DC.

Statewide Elective Executive: In 2005, 81 women hold statewide elective executive offices across the coun-
try; women hold 25.7% of the 315 available positions. Among these women, 35 are Democrats, 43 are Republicans,
and 3 were elected in nonpartisan races.

State Legislature: In 2005, 1,668, or 22.6%, of the 7,382 state legislators in the United States are women.
Women hold 406, or 20.6%, of the 1,984 state senate seats and 1,262, or 23.3%, of the 5,411 state house seats.
Since 1971, the number of women serving in state legislatures has increased more than four-fold.

The NFWL Delegation to Taiwan held various meetings over the course of the trip to discuss trade and political
issues with the current government officials and opposition party in Taiwan.

Trade was a major topic as Taiwan would like to enter into a Free Trade Agreement with the United States
government. Several US states have passed resolutions calling for such negotiations and delegation members
vowed to take on the issue in their states as well.

Delegates were presented with much information regarding the relationship between Taiwan and main-
land China. “I thought | knew what the conflicts were between Taiwan and China, but | now have a much greater
understanding and appreciation for the struggle Taiwan faces as it liberalizes and strengthens its democracy,” said
delegation member and NFWL Chair, Representative Faye Culp (FL). Legislators were pleased to learn about
Taiwan’s recent democratic strides and encouraged officials from both major political parties to continue on the
path toward a more open and free society.

The visit also gave members an opportunity to discover more about Taiwan'’s history and culture through
visits to the Chiang Kai-Shek Memorial Hall, National Taiwan Junior College of Performing Arts, Tze Chi Buddhist
Foundation, Taroko National Park and National Palace Museum. “There were so many wonderful opportunities to
really experience the Taiwanese way of life and to meet with average Taiwanese citizens,” remarked
Representative Joni Jenkins (KY). “I feel like American and Taiwanese people share so many great values and |
look forward to participating in future exchanges,” added Representative Juanita Head Walton (MO).

The delegation met with representatives of the US in Taiwan as well, including officials at the American
Institute in Taiwan, which has served as the official office of American interests in Taiwan, since diplomatic recog-
nition of China was transferred to Beijing in 1979. Delegates also visited the American Chamber of Commerce in
Taipei which is a non-profit, non-partisan business organization dedicated to promoting the interests of internation-
al business in the Republic of China (Taiwan). The Chamber boasts more than 800 members representing nearly
500 companies and is a resource for US businesses seeking relationships in Taiwan.
